Establishes July 1, 2015, as date for determination of total number of registered electors 
in this state for purpose of maintaining status as major political party through 2020 general
election.

Clarifies duties of Executive Director of the Office of Student Access and Completion.

Permits corporation with shares that are registered under securities law of this state or 
under federal securities law to reject vote, consent, waiver or proxy authorization if 
shareholder has not complied with certain public disclosure requirements of securities law 
.

Updates and clarifies provisions related to regulation of industrial hemp.

Modifies provisions relating to unmanned aircraft systems, commonly known as drones.

Provides affirmative defense to public or nonprofit organization employee whistleblowers 
who provide lawfully accessed information to state regulatory agency, law enforcement 
agency, member of Legislative Assembly, manager employed by employer or attorney 
licensed in Oregon.

Requires person adjudicated or found responsible except for insanity by juvenile court for 
act that, if committed by adult, would constitute felony sex crime to report as sex offender 
if juvenile court or Psychiatric Security Review Board jurisdiction over person ended prior 
to August 12, 2015, if jurisdiction ended after August 12, 2015, and before the effective 
date of Act or if ordered by court after hearing.

Establishes Governor's Child Foster Care Advisory Commission to advise Governor and 
Director of Human Services regarding foster care system in this state.

Extends sunset of exemption from ad valorem property taxation for property of nonprofit 
corporation that, for tax year beginning on July 1, 2012, was actually offered, occupied or 
used as low-income housing and granted exemption by county.

Permits police officer or law enforcement unit to petition circuit court to require law 
enforcement unit to withhold from disclosure identifying information of police officer or 
police officer's immediate family if police officer or police officer's immediate family 
received credible threat of present danger to life of police officer or police officer's 
immediate family.

Exempts financial institutions that provide financial services to marijuana related

businesses, researchers and laboratories from any criminal law of this state that has 
element that may be proven by substantiating that person provides financial services to 
person who lawfully possesses, delivers or manufactures marijuana or marijuana derived 
products.

Authorizes Office of Emergency Management to enter into agreement with Confederated

Requires labeling of genetically engineered fish sold or offered for sale for human 
consumption.

Requires lobbyists to file registration statement within three business days of commencing
or ceasing representation of client .

Prohibits entity that employs private security providers from using name that implies entity 
is, or is affiliated with, local, state or federal law enforcement agencies or military.
