Outside of the legislature, Speaker Fahey has two decades of experience in the private
sector as a business consultant and co-founder of a human resources consulting firm for
businesses and nonprofits.

Fahey earned her Bachelor of Science degree from the University of Notre Dame in
2000. Before joining the legislature, she served as Treasurer of the Democratic Party of
Oregon from 2015 to 2017 and chaired the Lane County Democratic Party from 2012 to
