Sessions of the Legislative Committee in 1843, the Second Committee chosen for legislation by
the people of Oregon.
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*The Legislative Committee was chosen at a public mass meeting held at Champooiek, May 2,
1843.

*The Committee met at Willamette, May 16, 1843, and continued in session for three days. An
adjournment was then taken until the 27th of June, 1843, on which date a session was held.
A session was also held on June 28. At a mass meeting of the citizens of Oregon held at
Champooiek on July 5, 1843, the Legislative Committee submitted a number of reports, which
were adopted as the “Laws of Oregon."

PRIOR TO PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT
JUNE 18 - JUNE 27, 1844
AND
DECEMBER 16 - DECEMBER, 21, 1844

The third Legislative Committee chosen before the organization of the provisional government
held a session in Oregon City, at the house of Mr. Hathaway, beginning June 18 and continuing
to June 27, 1844.

The same Committee reconvened on December 16, in Oregon City at the house of J. E. Long and
continued in session until December 21, 1844.

Honorable Osborn Russell and Honorable P. G. Stewart, a majority of the “Executive Committee”
submitted a message to the members of the Legislative Committee at the December session, in
which they stated that there were adverse claims to the country known as Oregon; both Great
Britain and the United States claimed the territory west of the Rocky Mountains and north of the
California line.

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FOURTH MEETING
1845
OREGON LEGISLATITVE ASSEMBILY

PRIOR TO PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT
JUNE 24 - JULY 5, 1845

The fourth Legislative Committee chosen before the organization of the Provisional Government
met at the house of J. E. Long in Oregon City. After the Assembly was organized the residence of
Mr. M. McGruder was secured to hold the sessions of the Committee.

This was the last session of the Legislative Committee under the regime of the “Executive Com-
mittee” of Oregon. Honorable Osborn Russell and Honorable P. J. Stewart, who jointly governed
Oregon as a majority of the “Executive Committee” retired at this time from office at the close of
this session to give place to Hon. George Abernethy, the first Governor of Oregon.

The members of this committee before entering upon the duties of their office each took the fol-
lowing oath:

“I do solemnly swear that T will support the organic laws of the provisional government of Ore-
gon, so far as the said organic laws are consistent with my duties as a citizen of the United States,
or a subject of Great Britain, and faithfully demean myself in office, so help me God.”

During these times: Tualatin County was sometimes called “Tuality” County and is written that
way in many early records. Champoeg County is also written “Champoie” and is so pronounced
by early pioneers. Also, the County of Clackamas was spelled “Klackamas.”

FIRST SESSION AFTER RATIFICATION
AFTER INAUGURATION OF GOVERNOR

PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT
AUGUST b - AUGUST 20, 1845

A Special Session of the Legislative Committee, being the first session of such body after the Rati-
fication by the people of the Organic Laws of the Provisional Government and after the inaugura-
tion of the Provisional Governor, Honorable George Abernethy.

The Special Session was held in Oregon City, commencing August 5, 1845, and ending August 20,
1845.

Mr. W. H. Gray was elected Speaker on August 5, but this session was held to be only a continu-
ation of the session of July of the same year. Mr. McCarver, the Speaker at that session, claimed
the right to preside and, after a time, was allowed to assume the duties of the office.

Honorable George Abernethy, the first Governor of Oregon, submitted a message to this Legisla-
tive Committee or Assembly, but the Governor’s message was not preserved. (It would be the
first Executive Message to the Legislative Body of Oregon, and would no doubt be an interesting
document if it could be reproduced.)

day of January, 1847.

*Mr. Lancaster refused to meet with the Council in Salem. He proceeded to Oregon City and de-
clared himself President of the Council, drew up a Memorial to Congress and after a time, returned
to his home.

NOTE: On the ninth day of January, 1852, the Houses of the Territorial Legislature convened in
Joint Assembly and Judge O. C. Pratt, Associate Justice of the Supreme Court, read to them his
Opinion sustaining their action to convene the Legislature in Salem.

Chief Justice Thomas Nelson and Associate Justice William Strong had opened a Session of the Su-
preme Court in Oregon City, but the Legislative Assembly did not recognize their rulings.

*D. F. Brownfield, W. T. Matlock and A. E. Wait refused to go to Salem where the majority of the
members had assembled. They met in the Territorial Library Room in Oregon City and, without a
quorum, adjourned from day to day for two weeks and then disbanded.

NOTE: On the ninth day of January, 1852, the Houses of the Territorial Legislature convened in
Joint Assembly and Judge O. C. Pratt, Associate Justice of the Supreme Court, read to them his
Opinion sustaining their action to convene the Legislature in Salem.

Chief Justice Thomas Nelson and Associate Justice William Strong had opened a Session of the
Supreme Court in Oregon City but the Legislative Assembly did not recognize their rulings.

Council member Columbus Lancaster, representing Clarke, Lewis and Vancouver Counties, re-
fused to meet with the Council in Salem. He proceeded to Oregon City and declared himself Pres-
ident of the Council, drew up a Memorial to Congress and, after a time, returned to his home.

NOTE: The list of officers and members of the Legislature of Oregon which convened July 5,
1858, met prior to the time that Oregon was admitted as a state, because it was unofficially
reported that Oregon had been admitted into the Union. Both branches of the legislature met in
Salem on July 5, remaining in session four days, there being grave doubt as to whether Oregon
had yet been admitted owing to the impossibility of obtaining any direct and speedy communica-
tion with the national capital, it was decided to adjourn until September of the same year. On the
thirteenth day of September a part of the members of both branches of the legislature assembled
at the Capitol, and, appearing that the state had not yet been admitted again adjourned to their
respective homes. The Territorial Legislature, as had been its usual custom, then convened in De-
cember 6, 1858, and transacted the business of the state as usual during the session, which lasted
until the twenty-second of January of the year 1859.

After a time one faction elected officers and attempted to transact busi-
ness but their organization and acts were not recognized by the Senate. After remaining at the
capitol forty-five days, five days longer than the time provided by law for holding sessions of the
legislature, the members of both factions disbanded and returned to their respective homes. The
Senate which had organized and remained in session during the entire forty days, transacting only
such business as did not require the concurrence of the House, also adjourned sine die.”
