The OR 62: Corridor Solution, Unit Il project Is located in Jackson County. This project of statewide
significance will increase the capacity and improve the safety and air quality on OR 62 from Poplar Drive
east to White City. Unit Il will include a four lane bypass from OR 62 near the Poplar Drive/Bullock Road
Intersection to a terminus south of White City. This Unit will allow through traffic to use the expressway to
avold the Delta Waters/OR 62 Intersection, which iIs currently experiencing severe congestion, and will
Include an overcrossing of Vilas Road.

The Interstate 5 truck climbing lanes project encompasses three mountain passes In southern Douglas
County and northern Josephine County. The project Is designed to improve freeway operations by
providing a climbing lane for trucks and other slow vehicles facing challenges on the uphill section of
Sexton pass. The additional lane will allow the shoulder to be used as intended for disabled or $34,964,087
emergency vehicles and will address safety and operational problems at these locations. The current
project will gather Initial design data on all three passes and construct the climbing lane in the northbound
direction on Sexton Summit. Lanes will be constructed on the other passes as future funding allows.

The project was bid on December 6, 2012. Construction work has started between MP 67-82
on I-5.
