Rep. Esquivel Re-Elected to Executive Council of the National Assembly of Sportsmen’s Caucuses

Medford, OR—Last week, Rep. Sal Esquivel (R-Medford) was elected to another term serving on the executive council of the National Assembly of Sportmen’s Caucuses (NASC).
