Salem High Schools Nominated for Nike School Innovation Fund

SALEM, OR- Starting in 2007, Nike has provided roughly $9 million in support of early learning and leadership skill development in Oregon through the Nike School Innovation Fund (NSIF). On March 12th, 2015 Nike continued that tradition by announcing the 50 Oregon public high schools selected to participate in NSIF this year. Among the schools selected were several Salem high schools including:

· McKay High School
· McNary High School 

The selected schools will immediately have access to a shared $1.5 million in direct grants along with instruction and programming from Nike consultants, grants for a best practices training for faculty members, and extensive leadership training for students.

Representative Hack stated:
“I am excited to hear that North, South, McKay, and McNary high schools will be included in NSIF this year. This is a terrific grant program that can truly make a difference in the lives of these students, and help them be successful in their chosen careers.”
