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Hunt Memorial Park Resolution Clears Oregon House on Unanimous Vote

Salem, OR—A resolution recognizing the 100th anniversary of Hunt Memorial Park as the home of the Wasco County Fair passed the Oregon House of Representatives Wednesday, Feb. 5 on a unanimous 60-0 vote. 

Sponsored by Rep. John Huffman (R-The Dalles) and Senate Republican Leader Ted Ferrioli (R-John Day), House Concurrent Resolution 203 now heads to the Senate, where it is also expected to pass.

The park is named after William Hunt, who assumed the mortgage on the once-foreclosed property. Prior to his passing, Hunt, a fair board member, pledged to donate the property to be the fair’s permanent home and his heirs made good on his promise. The park and fair are now a proud part of Wasco County’s heritage, history and culture.
