e 5-7 representatives from A-One Geothermal, JE Dunn, and Arrow Drilling
Scheduled Date and Time of Work:
e Monday, August 4th, 2014 through Monday, August 11t, 2014
e Between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. daily
Location of work:
e The drilling will be done on the Northwest side of the Capitol to test the geothermal energy on the Capitol grounds.
Work to be performed:
o The team will be drilling a well 300 feet deep on the Northwest side of the Capitol to test the geothermal energy on the Capitol
grounds.
Temporary walls and barriers will be installed on Monday, August 4t
Drilling will be done August 5t - August 8th
The temporary walls and barriers will be removed on August 11t
Testing will begin on August 11t
e Upon completion of the drilling and testing, the hole will be filled with concrete.
Impacts:
e The area outlined on the map below will be blocked off by temporary walls and barriers.
Sidewalks surrounding the drilling will remain open to pedestrians.
e The drilling is expected to be quite noisy due to the basalt located approximately 200 feet below ground.
e Parking in the work area will be temporarily relocated while the drilling is being done.
e Coordination for tour bus drop offs has been arranged by the team with Visitor Services.
Purpose of work:
e This work is being done to gain knowledge about the geothermal energy on the Capitol grounds and will assist the project team
in identifying the most efficient mechanical, electrical and plumbing systems for the Capitol.
