Reps. Davis, Parrish Preview 2014 Session at Wilsonville Forum

[bookmark: _GoBack] Wilsonville, OR-Monday morning, Rep. John Davis (R-Wilsonville) and Rep. Julie Parrish (R-West Linn) hosted a preview of the 2014 legislative session at the Wilsonville Chamber of Commerce office. 

Around 20 people attended the event, including Clackamas County Commissioner Paul Savas and representatives from the Wilsonville Chamber of Commerce and various local businesses. 

Rep. Davis discussed the need to expand the economic recovery beyond the Portland metropolitan area. House Republicans have proposed legislation to add more industrial land to hard-hit rural parts of the state, as well as encouraging increased access to broadband connections. 

Other areas mentioned by Davis include workforce development and the study of Science, Technology, Education and Math (STEM) programs in Oregon schools. 

Rep. Parrish said that Republican legislators are hoping to prevent any rollbacks of education reforms passed in prior legislative sessions, and preserve the small business tax cuts that were passed during last October's special session.
