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I have some concerns regarding this bill as it relates to the ability for our communities to 

incentivize tourism. These increases first went into effect at the beginning of the pandemic to 

limit people coming to Oregon. It would seem that as we move out of the concerns of the 

pandemic, we would want to encourage people visit our state and to patron our local businesses. 

Increasing the rate permanently will only hurt our local businesses as a visit to Oregon will no 

longer be feasible to families who may have frequented us before.  

Furthermore, the Constitution of the State of Oregon clearly states that “The 

deliberations of each house, of committees of each house or joint committees and of committees 

of the whole, shall be open…” This provision was put in place to ensure accountability and 

transparency to the people of the state that their Legislature was working in their best interest. 

The virtual format that is being used does not provide for an honest, open, and transparent 

discussion on the matters of this state.  

We are seeing just how discriminatory these virtual sessions can be! The Majority Party 

has created a system that if you cannot afford internet you cannot be a part of the discussions. 

This “Pay to Play” approach is NOT the Oregon way. Between this and the heartbreaking 

examples of the elder and economically depressed members in our society struggling and 

getting frustrated over their challenges navigating this virtual environment, it cannot honestly be 

said that we are doing the peoples work.  

The “People’s Work” should be considered an essential service and there for accessible 

in person. Because the people are still being denied their constitutional right to participate and 

lobby their legislature in an open manner, and because of the damage that this could cause our 

tourist industry, I voted no.  
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
